	Physical Health

Any known illnesses / conditions? Disabilities. Future health needs. Medication. Self care. Self harm. Sexual health. Contraception. Diet. 

What are the risks in this area - impact of deterioration of physical health?

	

	Emotional Health

Identify needs & background causes.  Immediate crises? Mental / emotional health. Bereavement. Relationship breakdown. Loss. Abuse. Domestic Violence. Assertiveness. Counselling.  

What are the risks in this area - When things go wrong, what coping strategies are used? – drink, drugs, self-harm, withdrawal, anger?   When things go wrong, what is the impact upon self & upon others? What are the triggers, particular dates, people, memories, places?

	

	Relationships with Significant Others

Next of kin. Friends, peers & family. Responsibilities. Support networks. Community groups & wider community participation. Feelings of isolation & loneliness.

	Financial

Qualifications. Vocational courses. Voluntary work. Application forms, CV’s interview skills.  Job search & employment.  House bound learners. Use of volunteers.
